Wasatch Humane is an all-breed animal rescue
and adoption organization, dedicated to reducing
the tragedies of pet overpopulation and animal suf-
fering through rescues and adoptions of dogs, cats,
horses, and other animals; low-cost spaying/neu-
tering, and humane education. Since it was first
established in 1983 to serve UtahOs animals and
pet guardians, Wasatch Humane has rescued thou-
sands of homeless, sick and injured animals, most-
ly by partnering with local animal-control agencies
to take their fiendly, adoptable animals who have
not been claimed or adopted and would otherwise
be euthanized for lack of space. We also take in
some animals belonging to elderly and ill pet
guardians who can no longer care for their beloved
friends.

A BITTERSWEET HONOR

On September 11, | was in a conference room in a huge
hotel in Washington D.C., 8 blocks from the Pentagon with
more than 300 fellow attendees of the American Humane
Association Conference. It was business as usual: speakers,
slide show, questions and answers, a few yawns. We didnOt
hear the explosion and crash.

Then someone ran up to the microphone: @\ plane just hit .
the World Trade Center,O he said. WeOll &ep you updated.O
He didnOt sg anything about the Pentagon.

Most of us left he ballroom, anxious for news. Some
were sobbing. The director of New York Animal Care and
Control said her office was across the street from the World
Trade Center. We went to telephones to call our families, to
our rooms to watch the news. Only then, walking out into the
hallways and smelling the smoke and watching TV and seeing
not one, but two and then several buildings collapse, did we
learn the extent of the tragedy that would change the world.

That night, we were supposed to receive a national awad
from PETSMART Charities. ThatOs whwe had come. It
seemed so insignificant now. Or was it? Conference organiz-
ers decided to go ahead with the dinner and awards ceremo-
ny, knowing there would be comfort in being toge ther, in the
company of people who share a profound love for animals
and humanity.

In accepting the award of $5,000 and a special plaque, |
thanked Bob Prattas, Store Director at PETSMART on Redwood
Road (our home away from home) for nominating us,
PETSMART in Layton for its support and hospitality week after
week, and all of our dedicated staff and volunteers and sup-
porters, united in our pledge to do all that we can to help
reduce the tragedies of pet over population and animal cruelty
in Utah.

I prayed that everyone would have a safe journey home
and encouraged them to Ohug pur families and your children,
hug your animals, and put your arms around each other.O
With tears erupting, thatOs all | could sa

With planes gounded and rental cars unavailable, we

had to stay in D.C. an extra three days. Our families were
frantic. We were scared and frustrated and running out of
money. But being stranded in a luxury hotel was a mere
inconvenience, we knew. We numbly and quietly rode the
subway and walked the streets of D.C., past closed museums
and landmarks that weOd éely and happily visited just days
before. Now the streets were empty; police and National
Guard soldiers stood everywhere in our nationOs capl. Yet
citizens moed about.

Days later when airlines announced some fights MIGHT
resume, we saw a window of opportunity and decided to
check out of the hotel and go to Dulles airport. It, too, was
deserted, except for armed guards and security dogs. We
waited for hours. Only one international flight departed for
the Far East. Finally we were allowed to walk to our gate, still
no guarantees that the flight would actually depart. Again we
waited. Then we were allowed to board the plane. Soon we
were in the air, on the very first flight allowed to leave from
D.C., on our way home. But we wouldnOt elax until we were
with our children, families, pets, back on familiar ground.
Home. Back to work, doing good things for people and ani-
mals.

The experience and the award were anything but insignifi-
cant. | wanted to take a moment to thank each of our volun-
teers and your families for all that you give and do for
Wasatch Humane, for the animals and, hopefully, for each
other. We are, after all, a humane organization, with all that
the name implies.

Citizens filed complaints
about seven neglected horses near Grantsville and 65
in Heber. Our certified horse-abuse investigator, Clare
Egeett, and Director Cheryl Smith visited both places,
documenting numerous violations including lack of
water and veterinary care and took photographs of the
animals and their living conditions. We are following up
with local law enforcement, prosecutor s, and judges on
these cases and will keep you updated.

Every year PETSMART Charities recognizes one outstanding animal wel-
fare group by granting the OHumane Avard of Excellence.0 This gar,
Taylorsville PETSMART Store Director Bob Prottas nominated Wasatch
Humane, for our accomplishments in saving and adopting animals and serv-
ing our community. PETSMART Charities presented Wasatch Humane with a
beautiful, commemorative plaque and a $5,000 grant at the American
Humane Association Conference in September in Washington D.C.

Nominated with many other animal-welfare organizations around the
country, Wasatch Humane was awarded the honor for its extraordinary
mostly wolunteer efforts to reduce the tragedy of pet overpopulation and
euthanasia of healthy animals in Utah. With a paid staff of only tree peo-
ple and about 30 dedicated volunteers and foster homes and a new
Adoption Center in Bountiful, Wasatch Humane rescues, neuters and finds
homes for more than 1,500 homeless animals and provides low-cost spay-
ing and neutering services for more t han 2,000 cats and dogs in Utah every
year. Most of Wasatch HumaneOs animals hee been saved from euthanasia
at local animal control shelters where their stray time has expired and no-
one has come to claim or adop t them, a model that other groups are now
following. Wasatch Humane pulls animals from shelters all along the
Wasatch Front, from Utah County and Orem, Salt Lake County, Ogden and
Tooele, significantly reducing the number s of animals that those shelter
employees have to euthanize and saving tax dollars for residents of those
communities.

PETSMART does not sell dogs and cats; instead the stores provide adop-
tion centers from which local animal-welfare groups can adopt out homeless
animals. Wasatch Humane hosts adoption days every weekend at PETs-
MART stores in Layton and Taylor sville.

Qe were impressed and inspired by the work being done by Wasatch
Humane to improve the plight of homeless animals in Utah,0 said RtsMart
Charities Executive Director Joyce Briggs in presenting the award.

Dog Survives Being Thrown Into

Canal
Wasatch Humane Volunteers Come to His Rescue

Davis Co. residents Mr. And Mrs. Kelly
Dowling were among the passersby who
witnessed two dogs being thrown into a
concrete-sided canal near Spanish Fork
in June. The good Samaritans stopped
and pulled the dogs out, but one had
already died from its injuries. Because
they hawve long been volunteers and sup-
porters of Bountiful based Wasatch
Humane, the Dowlings immediatel noti-
fied us for help with the surviving dog, a
small Red Heeler who couldnOt valk and
appeared t have a broken hip.

Wasatch Humane immediately
arranged for the veterinarians at the
Bountiful Animal Hospital to examine the
dog and treat his injuries.

Dr. Elizabeth McGrath, a \eterinarian
filling in for vacationing Dr. John Martin,
performed surgery on the dog to remove
the dislocated and broken femoral head. 1tOs an opeation that small ani-
mals will tolerate and recover from quite well, though he will limp.

The Dowlings fostered the small, good-natured and affectionate dog,
whom they reverently named Moses.

Moses has recently been adopted by a school teacher and has another
dog to play with. Wasatch Humane reminds Davis County and all Utah resi-
dents that animal abandonment, neglect and intentional acts of cruelty are
Class A misdemeanor crimes, punishable by fines and jail time, so please
report such acts to police or animal-control authorities.

Raisins and Grapes: Toxic to Dogs

The ASPCA-run Animal Poison Control Center wams that raisins
and grapes are both considered bxic to dogs now. Kidney filure is
the common result, and they hawe had the opportunity i study the
specific kind and areas of renal failure in some of the victims. Help
spread the word: to fllow pet guardians, dog trainers, veterinarians,
etc. The control center is in the early stages of studying this and
doesn't know WHY it happens, if it's specific to a certain amount of
the food,if some breeds are more susceptible than others, etc. And
if you believe your dog became ill or died as a result of eating raisins
or grapes, please notify the Animal P oison Control Center and offer
information about your case that might help them in their study.
They do charge a fee for crisis poison counseling, but do NOT charge
people who call to provide information about a case, and ey are
grateful for he data.

The Rebirth of

ANIMALSOVOICE MAGAZINE

In the late 1980s, an obscure little publication, produced out of a typewriter,

entitled (The AnimalsO Wice,O and plairyl photocopied, was circulated among

the rural countryside of upstate New Jersey. Its mission was to provoke

unprecedented discussion about a little known but growing concept: that ani-

mals, differing from humans only in degree but not in kind, had inherent rights,

among them the rights to freedom from human exploitation.

In its first year of humble production, The AnimalsO
Voice played a critical role in turning New Jersey into a
steel-jawed trap-free state. Its uncompromising position
on behalf of animals, coupled with its in-depth invetig a-
tive editorial, was as informative as it was transformative.

And a global networking magazine was born. It never
retreated from its position of being an effective voice on
behalf of animals: from activist frontlines to the hidden
recesses of animal abuse and exploitation. Its presence on
the world stage brought the wrat of its adversaries for hit-
ting too close to home, but also the birth of activist or gani-
zations in remote comers of the globe.

FIRSTIFITS KIND

For 11 years, the now-named and intemational
AnimalsO Vice Magazine topped the charts in publishing
excellence, both in design and editorial, taking the 1990
Maggie Award for Best Overall Issue in Politics and Current
Affairs. Founded and edited by longtime activist Laura A.
Moretti and spearheaded by its Board President Sudhir
Amembal, the magazine was the firstNand onl yNof its kind
to be commended by a mainstream audience.

But such a position is costly, both in terms of finances
and in taxing the environment. So after more than a
decade of production, The AnimalsO Wice Magazine opted
to merge with its sister publication, The AnimalsO &enda,
an equally strident activist periodical, and turned its sights
on the Internet.

Moretti and Amembal teamed up again. This time they
are producing AnimalsVoice Online, everyting The

AnimalsO ice Magazine wasNand mor e. This first-rate
web site contains the same timely news, current and elo-
guent commentary, priceless in-depth investigative
reports, compelling prose and poetry, and thought-provok-
ing philosophyfas w ell as award-winning design and pow-
erful (and sometimes) graphic photog aphy.

THE RESOURCE SITE

The site also features an annotaed anthology of
humane thought (searchable by author and subject), an
extensive resource section of books, film, media and leg-
islative contacts, animal defense organizations and their
propaganda, links to other groups and related sites, as
well as selected, timeless highlights from the pages of The
AnimalsO bice MagazineOs eleen-year reign.

Future plans will see e inclusion of video spotlights
of animal issues and intenviews, musiciansO audios, aistic
and photog raphic gallery exhibits, and live, online chats
with celebrities and activists from around the world. A
grassroots section, interactive bulletin board, and photo-
graphic archive will make AnimalsVoice Online the singe
most powerful Internet tool for animal activists world-
wideNbar none.

The goal of AnimalsVoice Online is to become an
Internet OhouseholdO avd. It strives to be THE place to go
regarding information about animal rights, its defenders,
and the critical issues affecting animals. In the doing so,
AnimalsVoice Online promises to turn its visitors into
activists.

This is a solvable behavior, it just kes time and a LOT of patience. First, you can't reprimand her for piddling, een if

she does it right on your favorite pair of shoes. Second, you need to be less exhuberant in how you approach her to

pet her. Most dogs with submissive urination have this problem in very specific instances, say when you first come
home, or if you approach her to pet her after she's piddled. See if you can identify a pattern.

Once you identify the pattern, you need to make sure to approach her in a way that does not intimidate her. That's all this
behavior is about. Rolling ower and piddling, or just piddling while crouching down in dog language means: "I accept your
dominance, I'm trying to please you..." This is not how humans interpeet this behavior... people tend © reprimand for piddling,
so the dog piddles more to prove to you that she understands you are the boss and you don't need to get angry. It's a vicious
circle.

Let me give you some examples: If she always piddles when you first come home, then make a habit of not petting her,
and nat really even looking at her until you put her outside and let her piddle there. So, you walk in the house, set your purse
down, say calmly "let's go outside", walk out through the back door with the dog and just stand there, staring into space...
don't try to pet her until after a couple of minutes have passed and she's calmed down. Then ask her to sit and praise for sit-
ting -- it helps if she can do something she knows how o do -- like sit -- and get rewarded for it -- it makes the dog more confi-
dent.

You might have t create similar wles for petting her inside the house, or you can try to approach her with a treat, stand
about 6 feet away, call her b you (less intimidating), don't sound gruff, give her a treat and just the slightest scratch on the ear.
If this doesn't produce piddling, then you have a starting point, and can work from there. As far as reinforcing her housetrain-
ing, make sure you alwa's go outside with her and praise her for going potty outside. You'll have to do this for a few months,
even (especially) when it gets cold and neither you nor she wants to go outside.

Mill Creek Posts Dog
Regulations

The U.S. Forest Service has installed signs in Mill Creek
Canyon to remind dog owners of new regulations that apply
them. Dog owners must keep their animals on a leash at all
times in developed parts of the canyon, including picnic
areas, parking lats and on private property. They may keep
their dogs off leashes only on odd-numbered days in unde-
veloped areas of the caryon. In addition, dog owners must
have a leash with them at all times as well as a bag or con-
tainer o clean up and dispose of dog waste. The issue of
leashes surfaced in January when the US. Forest Service,
which manages Mill Creek as part of the Wasatch National
Forest, announced it would allow dogs in the canyon only on
leashes. For the past four years, untethered dogs had been
permitted on ski trails on even days in the winter and every
day the st of the year.

That policy change prompted an outcry from dog owners
who use Mill Creek, the only mgor canyon east of the Salt
Lake Valley where dogs are allowed at all,leading to this most
recent revision in the regulations.
